“Big” DJ Companies





1.  The DJs at many companies are paid hourly wages, with little investment in the quality of your event.  (What does it matter they get paid anyways!)





2.  Most companies have references, but with bigger companies, the references you see are not for the DJ who is assigned to your reception.  (It could be that he was just recently hired)





3.  To these companies you will be known as “customer #21”.  With so many bookings each week you can’t expect personal service.





4.  Many of these companies use “program lists” (predetermined songs and reception event sequences).  This makes it easier on the DJ, because he doesn’t have to pay attention to the crowd or ask the customers for input.  (Have you noticed the same cheesy songs and scripted voice-overs at different receptions?  Your guests will too!) 





5.  Some of the bigger companies but their audio equipment in bulk from manufacturers.  They can get it cheap, cheap, cheap.  (and it often sounds like it)





6.  These companies have many mouths to feed;  owners, administrators, advertisers, secretaries, and DJs (which are usually on the bottom of the pay scale.)  They are always trying to give you the deal of a lifetime so the quality of their service suffers.





7.  The owners of the bigger companies probably want you to have a nice reception, as well.  But their bottom line is efficiency, and you are just another statistic on their “assembly line” of wedding receptions.
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
